	You are beginning to develop a clear argument, but this needs to be sustained throughout the essay. Some paragraphs may be poorly organised or underdeveloped. Some errors of SPAG.
	Your essay is argued clearly, with only very occasional lapses in organisation, sentence structure and SPAG
	You write in a clear and confident style. The overall answer shows a clear mastery of essay-writing skills. Well done!
