	The increasing independent actions of the Chinese Communist Party from Moscow.



	Mao had considered himself junior to Stalin but after Stalin’s death he felt senior to Khrushchev. 



	Mao was angered by Khrushchev’s policy of ‘De-Stalinisation’.



	The Chinese were unhappy at the Soviet pursuit of greater ties and ‘Peaceful Coexistence’ with the USA.



	Khrushchev was dismissive of Chinese policies such as ‘The Great Leap Forward’. He accused the Chinese of causing a split in the communist world.



	Rivalry concerning overlapping spheres of influence in central Asia, in particular in Mongolia.



	The USSR’s repeated blocking of Chinese requests for more control over North Korea.



	Territorial disputes along their 2,738 mile-long shared border.



	Expansionist and threatening behaviour by the Soviets in Eastern Europe.



	The refusal of the Soviets to share their new technologies with the Chinese.
