Soviet expansion into Eastern Europe

	Communists joined a coalition government after the war, becoming outright leaders in 1947. They forced non-communist leaders, who previously led a government in exile in London out of office



	A Communist was elected PM, 1945 within a left-wing coalition. In 1947, Communists also abolished the monarchy.

	A left-wing coalition won elections, 1945. Communist members of coalition executed leaders of other parties

	Marshal Tito led war-time resistance to the Nazis. He was elected President in 1945, determined to apply Communism in his own way & expelled from Cominform in 1948

	Britain and USA supported Royalist side in a civil war, defeating Communist opposition

	Communists became second largest party in 1947 elections. Imprisoned opposition politicians, attacked Church leaders

	Left-wing coalition won elections in 1945. Communists became the largest single party, but still in a coalition. In 1948, when their position was threatened, banned other parties and made the country a one-party state.

	Initially the WWII leader Marshal Mannerheim allowed to stay in power despite cooperating with Hitler, while only one Communist remained in power

Stalin was keen to be moderate in his approach to demonstrate ‘ideological détente’
