Follow these basic steps when you plan and draft your essay:





Introduction apply the KIT principle (Keyword, Instructions, Topic area)


Topic sentencing and topic paragraphing


Make links between paragraphs


Detailed and accurate supporting evidence 


Conclusion which links back to the main Q


Additional research, include a bibliography





Ideas for topic paragraphs





Evidence that the Russo-Japanese War was a significant factor





Explain why it was a huge military defeat


Consider the economic costs of the war


Explain the political implications, e.g. dented national pride which previously had supported war





Evidence that other factors were important





Social problems facing Russia, e.g. problems caused by population growth


Russian agriculture comparatively backward – Great Spurt had focused on industrial growth, poor harvests


Constitutional issues – lacked of an elected national parliament


Political opposition - growth of opposition groups


Bloody Sunday – spark that lit the Revolution across the country


Tsar Nicholas II – blamed for failings in War & Bloody Sunday
