1905 v. 1917 Revolution – card sort
	It was a spontaneous revolution – it was not planned, but took place as a result of considerable resentment over the social, economic and political situation in Russia



	Following the outbreak of revolution there was a wave of violence which spread throughout the country



	One major cause were frequent failures of the harvest



	There was widespread famine



	Peasants attacked government offices in what became known as ‘jacqueries’



	Overcrowding in towns and cities caused terrible living and working conditions



	People resented the fact that Russia was still an autocracy compared with the liberal democracies that were emerging in the West



	Political opposition groups stirred up the crowds to demonstrate against the government



	Military failures caused huge public embarrassment for the government



	Government troops shot at peaceful protestors



	Thousands of factory workers came out on strike



	Strikers set up soviets – workers councils – to direct the protests



	There were peasant uprisings



	The army and navy mutinied



	

	The Revolution was ended when the Tsar intervened and published his October Manifesto, publishing reform



	The war was a massive drain on the nation’s resources, for example the National Budget increased eight fold


	The Tsar took personal command of the army leaving the Tsarina to look after the government of Russia



	There were food shortages, especially in towns and cities



	Special committees like the Central War Committee were set up, but only exposed the failures of the Tsar



	Personal scandals surrounded the royal family



	The Tsar turned to conservatives for advice on government



	Cossacks refused to fire on protestors or even mutinied



	A rival government emerged which called itself the Provisional Government
