Introduction





Provide some context and define any key terms, e.g. what groups are we discussing when we talk of other ethnic minorities; why might they be in need of further civil rights; what sorts of advances had blacks made that might also have benefited them?








Development





Divide your essay into two parts, looking first for evidence that black activism brought benefits for ethnic minorities and evidence that it failed to do so





Ethnic minorities influenced by black American campaigns, e.g. NCAI (National Congress of American Indians) inspired by litigation work of NAACP, Chavez politicised agricultural workers by forming trade unions similar to A Philip Randolph and railway porters





Increased militancy, e.g. ‘New Yellow Peril’ , ‘Brown Berets’ & ‘Red Power’





Use of economic boycotts & strikes, e.g. Hispanic American farm workers went on strike against San Joaquin Valley grape growers with support of politicians and famous figures





Campaigned for greater federal aid & intervention, e.g. Japanese reimbursed for property losses, Native Americans received compensation for loss of reservation land, executive orders by Truman & Indian Bill of Rights (1968)





However – black civil rights campaign failed to 





Change white attitudes to ethnic minorities, e.g. suspicion over Japanese, Hispanics seen as illegal immigrants





Ethnic minorities failed to produce charismatic leader like MLK or Malcolm X





Govt failed to respond to need for civil right because vote was dispersed across country, less powerful pressure group
