	The fact that other parties like the Kadets had been seen to co-operate with the unpopular Provisional Government



	The Bolsheviks had been consistently opposed to War, compared with other opposition groups like the Mensheviks & SRs



	Potential rivals like the Mensheviks were limited in their actions because they were waiting to see the last stage in Marx’s predicted proletariat revolution before they acted



	The aims and methods of the Bolsheviks meant that they had a clear objective and strong leadership


	The Provisional Government lacked legitimacy – it was only an interim government



	The PG failed to suppress opposition, e.g. it ignored the existence of the Smolny Institute which became a hotbed of radical ideas


	Lenin’s charisma and leadership skills



	The growth of factory committees in Petrograd, which didn’t necessarily support the Bolsheviks but were opposed to the PG



	The radicalisation of Russian politics & the growth in membership of the Bolshevik Party
