	Ill-defined and as a result poorly organised

Campaigners were unclear by what they meant by and wanted with blackpower

SNCC increasingly divided
	Black power was only attractive to discontented blacks

Black Panthers talk of violence attracted federal and police attention

Black Panther support of socialism was unpopular during period of Cold War and talk of a separate black nation was unrealistic


	Black power advocates often accused of sexism at a time when feminism was on the rise

Potential black female leaders turned to feminism instead


	When SNCC & CORE became more militant and expelled whites, they lost important sponsors of their campaigns

By 1970, only 3 active chapters of SNCC in NY, Atlanta & Cincinnati; NY chapter couldn’t afford a phone!)

1973, SNCC was dissolved
	
Nixon govt of 1970s lacked sympathy for black power movement & targeted leaders
