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700 killed in one week from Plague





Black Death hits London and hundreds are dying!

Plague has struck London and last week 700 hundred people were killed. People are moving out of London and into the country to escape from death. Its origin is unknown however many people are coming up with their own ideas.





Explanations of Causes


The cause of the terrible is still a mystery; however we have interviewed many people about their explanation. First we interviewed a local physician who believed, as most people do, that science and astrology could be the explanation. He said that the cause was due to the state of the victim’s body, and also ‘the closeness and position of and between the planets Saturn, Jupiter and Mars; and also that these positions could show a sign of wonderful or maybe violent and terrible things to come in the future’.
