1934 January 
I am 13 years old and I am hoping to join the SA or the Army. Either way, I want to serve my country and Hitler, to make them proud and make Germany powerful again. A way to do this is to join the German Young People and hopefully move up to Hitler Youth which is one step closer to becoming a part of the SA/Army. 
February 
In the youth camp today I witnessed a terrible situation. I saw the ‘Edelweiss Pirates’ bully my friend just because my friend went to ‘Hitler Youth’ he is a year older than me, and tells me all about the Hitler youth. According to another friend of mine, the ‘Navajos’ who sheltered deserters attacked the head of the Cologne Gestapo. Another opposition organization is the ‘White Rose’ group who are led by the Munich students. They distributed Nazi propaganda which I’m not happy about.  Another group which annoys me as they disrespect the ‘Führer’ is the ‘Swing clubs’ which make fun of Hitler by saying ‘Heil Benny’. 
Other than the hatred of the opposition, Young People has been amazing. When I am fourteen I will hopefully move up to the Hitler youth, depending on my athletic and intellectual skills. Today I had to do a cross country march and it was such hard work, yet it is building up my strength that is needed to join the SA. 
April 
Today I had to pass a special test which consists of running 60 meters in 12 seconds, jump 2.75 metres, throw a ball 25 meters and complete a cross country march of one and a half days. As I am quite athletic, this was easy for me! I am surely going to get my shoulder strap, insignias and knife. Also the test included close combat, questions on the history of the party and finally we had to jump in a full battle dress from a window of a first-floor block of flats. I passed! I can finally wear the knife, shoulder strap and insignias.  
1935 April 
Haven’t written in my diary for a while, I have been so tired due to the intense work, but I don’t mind. This year is dedicated to physical training, which is great for me! I love sports and I have the many characteristics to join the Army anyway as I have reached medal standard in athletics, so this should be a breeze. 
Like every year, we have to recite an oath of loyalty. I seem to remember over time ‘I promise in love and faithfulness in the Hitler Youth to help the Führer, to do my duty, so help me God, at all times. After reciting, we learnt about a Hitler Youth hero ‘Herbert Norkus’. Due to the horrid communists, they cut of his upper lip and stabbed him to death. May he rest in peace. This surely made me more dedicated as ever. 
1936 
It’s the ‘Year of German People’. I invited my family and friends to join up for the Führer’s 48th birthday. 
Even better, is that all the lessons on Saturday have been cancelled which means that we can do physical training and military games all day! Finally, a chance to really experience my future job!  This year is the best year. I have been moved up to the Hitler Youth as I am 14! Finally, the camp where everything can happen! 
August
I was able to go to the Olympics, the highlight of the year, the chance to show what Germany is like; powerful and the best. To prove this, both the men’s and women’s javelin were won by us. We defiantly showed our superiority. The opening ceremony was sensational. It was good to say how many athletics we had compared to the British.
November  
We received our weekly folder where we learn about the injustice of the Treaty of Versailles and how we were ‘stabbed in the back’ due to the ‘November Criminals’; the treaty of Versailles was surely the shameful diktat of Versailles. It also explained how the Jews tried to rule the world. Well that will be hard for them, with all the dedicated students at the Hitler Youth at Hitler’s side. 
1937 July 
Finally the day has come - The first day of the Hitler Youth. Today we learnt that we had to be fighters for Germany which I know being a fighter is what I want to do. During the community hour we read about the fighter pilots in the First World War. This was an inspiring moment as I can just see myself in their position. Also we learnt how to throw hand grenades, read semaphore, lay telephone wires and shoot with a pistol – this was surely an active day which I enjoyed very much! It was such a great welcoming to the camp! We’re allowed to write home so I can tell my family what it is like here! But I cannot put it in an envelope and seal it as I need to hand it over to the officers’ tent. 
1938 November
Today there was a big parade to remember the hero that died in the Munich Putsch. I felt privileged enough to be a part of the parade. I was able to march and sing which made me realise how proud I am to be a German and many people agreed with me as thousands of Germans held their flags and sang along. 
December
 We were taken to watch a film called ‘The Eternal Jew’. I have got to say that I didn’t enjoy it at all. The Jews were the vermin which I am not surprised about! This stirred up my emotions and made me committed to join the SA. When we got back we discussed about ‘Mein Kampf’ and for that we have a test tomorrow, which I’m pretty sure that we will all pass. 
It’s Wednesday and I listened to the hour of ‘Hitler’s Youth education’.  I learnt a great deal about the great German air ace in the First World War, Baron Manfred von Richthford. It made me think a lot about joining the army or the SA. Either way I am fighting for my country. Reading and listening about these heroes inspire me to become one of them. 
1939 February 
This week has been most enjoyable as we spent our week in Austria in a Hitler Youth Hostel. This was a good week because we learnt to be soldiers. I enjoyed the river crossing best as we built a raft which tested out skills. Also I joined the Hitler Youth Rifle School as I know how to handle and look after a rifle. 
March
I had to read my sister Cinderella, but the true version. The racially pure prince rescues a pure princess from her because of her unsure stepsisters. My little sister was happy and enjoyed the story. I will join the SA or the Army once I am 18. 
October 
I am happy to be in the Hitler Youth as I am helping with the war effort. Yesterday we delivered the monthly ration cards. Today we painted the kerbs at each street as it will be easier for everybody to see when there is a blackout. After our daily effort, we were told that we will go to collect scrap metal, bottles and paper soon, house to house. Many people didn’t mind, even though it may be hard work. I thoroughly enjoyed it as I was with my friends. 
















1935 September, Monday 1st 
Today I went to school and I was pretty excited as I am privileged enough to go to an anti Semitism school. A class of just boys was great as I am able to influence them or they influence me. Today we got our timetables; as it includes active activities, we get to learn about the Nazis and the ‘Führer’ and youth camp afterwards! 
In my timetable, we get to do Physical Education, which takes 15% of school time. As I am a boy, I am able to do boxing, which is my favourite sport; luckily boxing is compulsory. This is a reasonable subject as I am aspiring to be part of the Aryan army and in order to do so, I need to pass an examination otherwise I may be expelled. 
Tuesday 2nd 
Another subject that I am enjoying is History. In History we get to learn about the rise of the Nazi party, which is very inspiring. We also get to learn about the injustice of the Treaty of Versailles and the evils of communism and the Jews which make me worship the Nazi party even more. Furthermore, in German it stresses the fact that we need to be conscious of our national identity by reading about the hero’s of the Hitler youth and First World War. 
Wednesday 3rd 
Biology is another subject which is taught. It teaches us the characteristics of Aryan race which we can justify by measuring the skull and we learn that the Aryan race are superior and are not to marry inferior races which is establish with the Nuremburg Laws. Also we learn about population control which is linked to Geography as we need more living space (Lebensraum) for Germans as Germany is increasing its power due to the Nazis. Due to the treaty of Versailles, the treaty included polices like taking some of our countries away so in Geography we learn what countries we used to occupy in order to realise how bad the Treaty of Versailles affected us, which makes us think that Hitler is the best choice to put Germany back on track. 
Thursday 4th 
Religious education isn’t very important and I am hoping that we will be able to drop it as a subject because if we learn about other religions, we might change who we worship therefore disrespecting the Führer. We need to be faithful towards the Führer. 
Friday 5th 
In one of my subjects I had to sit next to a Jew but luckily, the Nazi government claimed that we cannot sit next to them; which is good as I don’t want to be contaminated. Also most of my teachers always had something to say to the Jews and we agree with the teacher. In addition we were able to go to army barrack which was exciting for me as I want to be in the army. But as usual, the Jews weren’t allowed to come, as they may reveal our secret. I hope they get banned from our school as we are suffering as well as the teachers. In fact my hope came true. They were banned from coming to our school due to the Nuremburg law. Everyone was cheering and now we can learn in peace. 
1936
Girls had a different curriculum in some regards as they studied domestic science and eugenics - both of which were to prepare young girls to be the perfect mother and wife. In Eugenics, girls are taught about the characteristics to look out for in a perfect husband and father. When I grow up, I am hoping to have the perfect family an ‘Aryan Family’ which is suitable in the Führer’s view. 
For boys considered special, different school were created. Those who were physically fitter and stronger than the rest went to Adolf Hitler Schools where they were taught to be the future leaders of Germany. If I can get involved in either school then I am one step closer to meeting the Führer and work alongside him. 
The goal of the schools was to prepare the best of Germany’s boys and girls for leadership. It was controlled by the SS therefore life at the Napolas was dominated by military discipline. The disadvantage to that may be that there may be complaints about falling academic standards. Only boys and girls considered to be "racially flawless" were admitted to the boarding schools. 
The teachers are very intelligent so I can tell that the Führer taught them well. 97% of our teachers belong to the Nazis teachers association, and I am glad as then I can learn more about the Führer. Now this is the way to succeed and therefore get the chance to go to university and then join the army.
