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What Types of Training will you undergo?
Surgery and Dissection:

In training you will experience: 
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Viewing of real life dissection, as you watch surgery take place. 
· Lectures about Galen’s theory about Surgery, Anatomy and Dissection. 
· Now having our new and amazing anaesthetic, you will be fully trained in how to anaesthetise your patient to relieve pain and induce sleep during surgery! 
Diagnoses: 
In training you will experience:
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How to diagnose a patient by looking carefully at their four humours; Black bile, Yellow bile, phlegm and blood. 
· You will be given a vademecum book of diagnoses that you will be able to learn and a Urine chart; these will help you successfully diagnose a patient. 
· How to examine a patient’s urine to determine what they are suffering from.

Treatment:

In training you will experience:

· How to treat a patient who is suffering from ‘over flowing humours’. Training will assure you are able to bleed a patient, apply leeches and also cause purging or vomiting. 
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How to treat a patient who is suffering from a seasonal illness.

· Specialist training in the theory of the opposites.
· Specialist training in performing phlebotomy.

· How to recognise specific medicines with certain diagnoses. 
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What sort of books are you going to be acquainted with? 

The Hippocratic Collection:
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In lectures you will be fully learning about Hippocrates and his amazing work he did for medicine, including the books he wrote. At Montpellier you can enjoy our very rare library where you can find the full Hippocratic Collection! You will receive all of his collection that you will use throughout your two years in Montpellier. In this collection Hippocrates has adventured into the treatments, diagnoses and surgical information that every doctor must have a full understanding about. 98.5 % of students at Montpellier, using the Hippocratic collection in there studies have turned into fine doctors as they read the books; On Epidemics, on fractures and on Forecasting Diseases etc. Using these books to study will help you become the most fantastic doctor, physician or surgeon! You will also find out how important these collections are in Dr. Akeley, Dr. Flamenyoung, Dr. Bramwell and Dr. Caldwell’s lectures. 

Galen’s Books:
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In our library and lectures you will also venture into the works of Galen and the hundreds of books that he wrote to help medicine through time. In lectures you will be discovering just how influential Galen was; in his books that you will be studying he included work of earlier doctors such as Hippocrates but also added very detailed descriptions of his own findings about treatments and structure of the human body.  Here at Montpellier we supply with a choice of Galen’s books to use when studying and when in lectures. Galen, unlike Hippocrates, adventured more in his books into Anatomy and Dissection, believing that physicians should find out as much about the structure and workings of the body; you will be learning this in more detail in lectures with Dr. Flamenyoung, Dr. Roochenmouth and Dr. Poise.  
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Conduct and Expectation
Here at Montpellier we have great expectations of the students that attend our medical university. Established in 1158, to educate and produce the finest medical practitioners in the world, continually learning and advancing in medical practice. We therefore expect all students to swear and follow the ‘Hippocratic Oath’. 
The Hippocratic Oath:

The Oath was created by Hippocrates to give people confidence in doctors, we expect that when the ‘Hippocratic Oath’ has been sworn, no doctor attending Montpellier shall break this oath as it is taken extremely seriously. Doctors have to keep high standards of treatment and behaviour, and work for the benefit of their patients, not to make themselves wealthy. 


What Types of Treatments will you learn about? 

Natural Treatments:

· Leeches: You will be taught in fine detail how to apply leeches to a patient’s body to extract many ailments. 
· Cupping: You will be taught how to place the heated cups on a patient’s body to relieve it of excess blood. 
· We will teach you to use herbs, spices and resins in the form of drinks, pills, washes, baths, rubs, poultices, purges and ointments. You will learn in more detail how coriander can reduce a fever; pains in the head can be relieved by rose, lavender, sage and bay and Henbane and Hemlock will relieve aching joints. 
· You will also learn how Wormwood, Mint and Balm will stop sickness and stomach pains, and wounds can be cleaned using vinegar. 
· We will show you how more serious lung problems can be treated with Liquorice and Comfrey. 
Super Natural Treatments: 

We will teach you how to use your skills along side the teaching of the church and prayers to the saints. 
The Humours:

Every Medical University will do lectures about how to treat a patient with unbalanced or over flowing humours, but at Montpellier we take a different approach to learning! During specific lectures in the day you will be able to go to a near hospital and asses doctors treating imbalances in a patient, you will then be able to take notes on how they do this. This experience gives you a chance to experience a real life situation; it will also help to give a better understanding of the topic. 

In the Lectures you will be taught about the specific diagnoses that are given to patients with over flowing humours but you will also be taught about treating a patient by simply applying leeches to the body, bleeding the skin or cause purging or vomiting. 

Opposite Treatments:

At Montpellier we confidently use a lot of Galen’s work to give the students a complete and fantastic understanding of the human body. Galen famously discovered that if a patient was suffering from too much phlegm, which is cold and wet, they must take something that is hot and fiery, like a pepper. In lectures you will discover more and more about ‘The Theory of The Opposites’ and how many patients were successfully treated with this was put into practice.  
Opportunities for Women
Here we give women a chance to become a surgeon too!
Training:

We welcome women to come to Montpellier to train as medical practitioners, midwives or nurses. In lectures you will be using the writing of Abbess Hildegard who provides advice on both physical and physiological health advice, and you will discover just how important she was.
