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On the 3rd June, in Dunkirk, over 338,000 British troops were rescued in an exhaustive mission called ‘Operation Dynamo.’





All hope seemed lost when the Germans surrounded the British soldiers and forced them onto the French coast. With only a few supplies, and thousands of men at risk of being captured, there was only one escape route. The English Channel. 





It has been the turning point of this disastrous war, and now thanks to the brave efforts of hundreds of willing boats men, hundreds of thousands of lives have been saved due to these heroic efforts. Hundreds of little ships and boats had crossed the treacherous channel to meet the optimistic soldiers queuing neck deep in murky, freezing water. Not all could be accepted onto one boat, or else it would have turned into chaos on the small ships. Some had to be turned away to join the never ending queue of soldiers, waiting with


anticipation to reach their loved ones and get out of the war zone.
