The codename for the deepest level of tunnels beneath Dover Castle

The Auxiliary Territorial Army, a women’s branch of the British Army



	What might a WAAF have done at Dover?

She would have been a member of the Women’s Auxiliary Air Force and would have helped plot the position of enemy planes or operated the telephones



	What are the Western Heights?

A set of military defences and earthworks built on the hills opposite Dover Castle



	How old are the oldest tunnels at Dover?

About 800 years old – they were built to defend the castle against an attack by the French in 1216
