Events at Dover Castle

	The Romans arrived in Southern Britain



	9 coastal forts built along south coast, including one at Dover



	Important town (or burgh) had been founded on the site of the castle, including a church, St Mary-in-Castro



	Harold Godwinson fortified Dover with timber walls and earth ramparts



	William the Conqueror and Normans spent 8 days at Dover building new fortifications



	Henry II ordered the construction of a stone keep by his architect Maurice the Engineer



	Work began on surrounding the keep with curtain walls



	Hubert de Burgh successfully defended the castle against a siege by the French led by Prince Louis



	The castle walls were fortified and a new entrance was built known as ‘Constable’s Gate



	£10,000 spent on domestic improvements to the castle



	£33 6s spent on 2 million bricks to repair curtain walls


	During War of the Spanish Succession 1,500 French prisoners were held in the keep




	New barracks were built in the inner bailey



	A modern artillery fortress was built on the Western Heights opposite Dover to counter the threat of a French invasion



	Brick ‘bomb proof’ arches were built



	First bomb dropped from the air to land on British soil landed in Dover



	1940: Operation Dynamo planned from Secret Wartime Tunnels



	Last soldiers leave Dover



	Tunnels adapted to serve as a regional seat of government in the event of a nuclear war
