1923 – Crisis Year, esp. Munich Putsch and Hitler’s Trial


1929 – Wall St Crash and the Great Depression


1932 – Hitler’s attempt to become President


1933 –Hitler becomes Chancellor


27 Feb 1933 – Burning down of Reichstag and trial of Marinus van der Lubbe


March 1933 – The Enabling Act


April 1933 – setting up of Gestapo


August 1934 – death of Hindenburg
