Plurality v. Majority

	Known either as plurality or majoritarian systems.



	They are based firmly on the idea of one elected representative per constituency



	They are designed to produce a clear winner



	They tend to produce governments with a clear majority



	Government stability is more important than proportionality



	There are two types, candidates who get more votes than the other candidates (plurality) and candidates who get 50%+ of votes (majoritarian)



	Examples include FPTP, Second Ballots, and Additional Members System



	Multi-member constituencies


	Seats are awarded in proportion to the votes cast for each party



	Different types of PR systems, e.g. ‘closed list’, ‘open list’ or single transferable vote



	Often quite complex, for example STV, and there is sometimes a delay before the government is announced



	Tendency to create coalition governments which are chosen by the party leaders and not by the electorate



	Used in European elections



	Used in General elections
