Proportional Representation (PR)



	What is a referendum?

	What is ‘tactical voting’?
Where an individual chooses to vote for a candidate that is not his or her preferred candidate in order to prevent their least favourite candidate being elected.



	What is a by-election?

An elections held between general elections for a specific seat, following the death or resignation of a sitting MP.



	What does ‘partisan alignment’ mean?

People consistently vote for the same party due to the influences of class, family or their peers.



	What is an exit poll?

A survey of how people have just voted in an election.



	What was the turnout at the 2005 general election?

61.5%



	What is the ‘royal assent’?
Before a law comes into force the monarch gives their approval or ‘assent’.



	What is a select committee?

A group of MPs who monitor the work done by government departments.



	What is a private members bill?

A proposed law that is put before Parliament by an individual MP rather than by the government of the day.
