School Visit

The History Department is organising a trip to Ypres, Belgium, to visit the battlefields sites of WWI, on Friday 27 January 2012. Students will have the opportunity to experience first hand the sites of trench warfare, and to comprehend the vast scale of the casualties that this conflict entailed. Students will have studied the causes and events of the First World War beforehand, and this visit will enable them to collect additional data in order to help them with a National Curriculum Assessment on World War One. 

The trip will depart at 6:00am.  Please, therefore bring your daughter to school no later than 5:45am.  We will return to School at approximately 7:00 pm.  Pupils are expected to remain with the party until collection by parents from the School or agreed venue. Please do not park directly outside the school entrance as this will slow down the coaches return. Students will need to bring in a small amount of pocket money, Euros, (at parents’ discretion). The weather may be poor, and therefore students should wear sensible, warm and waterproof clothing (no school uniform is required) and bring a second pair of shoes in a plastic bag, for when we walk through some trenches! They will also require a clipboard and pens for taking notes, and may wish to bring a camera. Please ensure that your daughter brings an up to date passport and an European Health Insurance Card on the day.  This can be acquired on line by following the links from the website www.ehic.org.uk
Parents are invited to make a contribution of £25.00 in accordance with the School’s Charging Policy.  Cheques should be made payable to ‘The Folkestone School for Girls’.
