Your task is to research, plan and produce an imaginary medieval newspaper. Although the paper is fictitious the stories you write about should be as historically accurate as possible.





The name of your paper is Church Times, a tabloid which always seeks to portray archbishops, bishops, priests and religious people in general warmongers in a very positive light.





You need to allocate the following roles





Editor (responsible for choosing which stories to include, checking they have the right bias for your readers, proof-reading, and ensuring the newspaper team meets its deadlines)





Journalists (responsible for writing up the stories which project a positive image of all clerics)





Picture editor (responsible for choosing the right images and graphics for the paper to suit the paper’s readership and reflect the above bias towards clerics)





Advertising executive (place adverts within the paper that religious people might be interested in)








At very stages in the lesson a medieval news agency will release breaking news stories. You must decide which information to use and how you will report it in Church Times.





Your work will be assessed according to the following criteria:





your ability to work effectively as a group (ensuring work is fairly distributed among the group and the group is on task and able to work to a deadline)





historical content (the extent to which you successfully write about events from a cleric’s viewpoint)





the authentic appearance of your finished newspaper (layout of newspaper, use of graphics and images, headlines and subheadings etc.)
