Introduction





Explain what we mean by significant


Briefly outline the key events under consideration

Break your essay into topic paragraphs, outlining why each event listed in your introduction has been considered to be significant


Begin each topic paragraph with a judgement sentences – a sentences which introduces each new paragraph but links it back to the main argument, e.g. ‘There is certainly evidence to suggest that Magna Carta was a key moment in the Middle Ages because …’ or ‘Many historians have argued that 1066 was the most significant event in our nation’s history since …’


Put the events in order of significance, saving the most significant event for your last paragraph





Conclusion





Briefly remind the reader of the key arguments you have made


State which event you think was clearly the most significant – you might wish to add one last overwhelming piece of evidence to support your case








(Top tips


Make sure you back up your arguments with detailed, factual evidence. Where you make a statement, e.g., ‘Some people believe that this shows how important the Black Death was’, insert a hyperlink to the specific page where you have go this information from.


Include a bibliography with a list of the books (and authors) and specific websites (not just ‘Google’ or wikipedia)
