According to a Professor of History at the University of Cambridge (Christine Counsell), to be historically significant an event or individual must pass the 5 Rs test:


Remarkable (an important and notable event/person)


Resulting in change 


Revealing (tells us a lot about a person’s time)


Remembered (ways that it is remembered today)


Resonant (having an effect on future generations)
