Two accounts of the death of Wat Tyler

b) Why might the sources give such different versions of events?

Source A – John Froissant, a French knight, who wasn’t present at the revolt

At that moment the Mayor of London arrived with 12 knights, all well-armed, and broke through to speak to the crowd. He said to Tyler, ‘Halt! Would you dare to speak like that in front of the king!’ 

The king began to get angry and told the Mayor, ‘Set hands on him.’ Tyler said to the Mayor, ‘What have I said to annoy you?’ ‘You lying, stinking, crook,’ said the Mayor. ‘Would you speak like that in front of the king? By my life you’ll pay dearly for it.’ And the mayor drew his sword and struck Tyler such a blow to the head that he fell down at the foot of his horse. The knights clustered around him so that he couldn’t be seen by the rebels. Then a squire called John Standish drew out his sword and put it to Tyler’s belly and so he died. 

Seeing their leader killed, the people began to murmur and said, ‘Let us go an kill them all.’ And they got themselves ready for battle.
Source B – A monk in 1399. He also wasn’t present at the event.
The commons were arranged in battle formation in great numbers. Tyler dismounted, carrying his dagger. He called for some water and rinsed his mouth in a very rude disgusting fashion in front of the king.

Tyler then made to strike the king’s bodyguard with his dagger. The Mayor of London tried to arrest him, and because of this Wat stabbed the Mayor with his dagger in the stomach. But the Mayor, as it pleased God, was wearing armour, and drew his cutlass and gave Wat a deep cut on the neck, and then a cut on the head.
