	Chronological understanding & Change
	Aware that change happened to English churches during the reign of the Tudors, but may still make mistakes over the sequence or the details of the changes. Work lacks substantial detail.
	Understands that specific monarchs e.g. Henry VIII made changes to the structure and nature of religion to meet their own personal and political needs. Needs to provide more detail regarding specific changes, when & why they happened.
	Understands the key sequence of events that Edward VI consolidated the Protestant moves begun by Henry VIII, that Mary Tudor temporarily returned the English church to Catholicism and that Elizabeth tried to strike a middle way. Beginning to refer to some specific events, but needs to do this more consistently.
	Understands the sequence of changes outlined at previous levels, but fixes them firmly on a timescale by using references to precise dates and periods. Refers to specific Acts, e.g. Act of Supremacy, 1535 or events illustrate clear examples of change in religious practices in Tudor England. Is aware of the different pace of change, for example in Edward’s reign compared with that of his father’s.

	Knowledge & understanding
	Very limited use of factual information or technical vocabulary or factual references.
	Uses some appropriate vocab, for example names key parts of a Tudor church but this is scattered thinly throughout the speech. 
	Good command of technical vocabulary and use of factual knowledge but could still add further detail and explanation, e.g. specific changes made to churches and beliefs 
	Speech covers full range of features required in task, and explores them in depth. Confident use of technical vocabulary, e.g. rood screen, altar, worship of Virgin Mary. 


	Analysis & interpretation
	Is aware that different Tudor monarchs had different attitudes towards religions, but lacks understanding of the key differences between Catholicism and Protestantism under the Tudors
	Is aware that Tudor monarchs differed in their attitudes towards religion and understands basic characteristics of Protestant and Catholic worship, e.g. Protestantism was a simpler form of worship with more focus on the Bible often in English.
	Understands the basic differences between the two key faiths in England in this period and the basic reasons why they gave rise to conflict. Appreciates differing interpretations of some monarchs, e.g. Mary Tudor, depend on whether you view her achievements from a Protestant or Catholic perspective.
	Confidently understands and explains the difference Protestantism and Catholicism.  Is aware of the differing interpretations of the achievements of some key figures, e.g. Mary Tudor, depending on the source of your information, for example the view of Bloody Mary and the nursery rhymes about her originate from Protestant propaganda such as Fox’s Book of Martyrs. 

	Research skills
	Limited evidence of independent research into the topic. Conclusions drawn for assumptions or anecdotal evidence. Fails to include many of items on task sheet.

	Includes some not all of the features on the task sheet. Has begun to use some of the sources indicated on the task sheet & website but needs to pursue this further. Reliant on internet sites rather than books in Resources Centre.
	Covers full range of topics listed on the task sheet. Shows strong evidence of independent research. Could pursue some lines of enquiry in a little more depth, e.g. using sites listed on the history website or books in the Resources Centre
	Detailed, independent research carried out, with student exploring own and new sources of information, for example local studies, using other experts etc. Has possibly undertaken the extension task.

	Communication
	Completed to minimum expected standards; partly word-processed, for example, or numerous errors of SPAG Use of bullet pointing rather than writing in full sentences & paragraphs. Work centred rather than justified. Missing several items from task sheet. Limited evidence of topic paragraphing, tendency towards narrative.

	Clearly structured work with some presentational flaws described in the previous level. Some SPAG errors. Some attempt to present the task in the manner outlined on the task sheet. Missing a limited number of items from the task sheet. Evidence of topic paragraphing and some but inconsistent focus on main question.
	Well presented work with all / nearly all key components outlined in task sheet. Occasional lapses, e.g. spelling mistakes, unclear sentence structure. Most if not all the work word- processed or set out to a high standard. Uses topic paragraphing with a focus on question..
	Professionally produced work, paragraphed into clear sections, correctly word-processed text. All features of task are included, and work is presented in a professional way, e.g. detailed diagram of Tudor church, effective use of images,  carefully presented cover. Confidently and consistently uses topic paragraphing with a clear focus on the question.
