	He was expelled from training college because of his Marxist ideas.



	He eventually came to power after the Russian Revolution of 1917

	He helped to form the first Communist government  in the world


	He believed in an idea known as Communism everyone would be equal (men and women) and everything would be shared.



	He banned all other political parties. Millions of people ‘disappeared’ and nobody was


	Newspapers, books, films and radio broadcasts were all controlled by his government.


	Any person who spoke out against this was ‘an enemy of the state’ and sent to prison or executed.


	He once was a teacher




	He set up a Fascist government in Italy which believed in a powerful charismatic leader having power over the whole country.



	The basic idea of his party was that the government should control the whole of a person’s life – education, newspapers, films and radio, even sport.



	His supporters, all dressed in black uniforms,


	He marched to Rome in 1922 and forced  the King of Italy to make him the country’s new prime minister


	He made all the laws, opposition to him was forbidden and opponents were beaten up or murdered.



	He was an art student



	He wrote a book called Mein Kampf



	He hated Communists and thought they and the Jews had been responsible for his country’s defeat in World War One



	He wanted stronger economy



	He thought his people were part of a master race



	He banned all political parties apart from his own



	He used fear and propaganda to gain the support of his people for his policies
