Task one

Task one





William Wilberforce was a British politician and a leader of the movement to abolish the slave trade. He was extremely important in the campaign which led to the Slavery Abolition Act in 1833. Carry out a local study in Sandgate to research evidence of his presence in the area. You can then carry out further research into his life and role in developments.


Use this information to produce a short video which provides a key summary of Wilberforce’s life and impact on the campaign to abolish slavery. Try to include footage of the evidence you have found of his impact locally and how he is remembered. Alternatively, produce an article for the local newspaper about his role and why he deserves to be remembered.
