	Builds up a clear and detailed picture of WWI seen through the eyes of their given character. The character has developed in responses to events they have witnessed.

	Research skills
	Limited evidence of independent research into the topic. Conclusions drawn from assumptions or anecdotal evidence.
	Has conducted some independent research using books and websites but could pursue this further. Uses a lot of knowledge from class.
	Detailed, independent research carried out, with student exploring own and new sources of information, e.g. range of websites or books or includes family history research.  

	Communication
	Work is completed to minimum expected standards. Work may be partly word-processed for example or include numerous errors of SPAG Use of bullet pointing rather than writing in full sentences & paragraphs. Misses many key features of task sheet.
	Well structured work with some presentational flaws, e.g. needs to label images or diagrams lack clarity or check for SPAG more rigorously. Project may miss out some sections listed in task sheet.
	Student has spent a great deal of time and effort structuring and presenting work. Work is word-processed or accurately handwritten, with very few errors of SPAG. Has many or all of the features of an actual ‘My Story’ account and is presented to a highly professional standard.
