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Victorian school log book


4 September 1879





Mr Brown was reported to have punished a boy by striking him over the head with a stick. After school had ended, Mrs Barnes called her daughter Catherine to show an injury that Mr Brown had done to her arm by hitting her on the elbow with a stick. Mr Brown expressed deep regret and promised that such a thing should not happen again.





8 April 1881





One death during the week from fever. Every member of the Craig family ill with fever and in hospital.





6 May 1881





Margaret Luke (Class 6) died





13 May 1881





Lots of truants. Parents told to come to school tomorrow.





25 November 1881





Sent for Mrs Ferguson. Ordered her to take her daughter home and clean her head, which is overrun with lice. This has not been noticed until now as she had a bandage over her head.





25 December 1881





School as normal.
