Type the phrase ‘British soldier, world war one’ into ‘Google images’ or click on this link.  Paste a copy of the picture you’ve chosen below and comment on any differences you notice.
3. What protection did soldiers have against gas attacks? Visit the History learning website again and past images of the different sorts of masks used by soldiers. Briefly explain the changes introduced by the army. Visit the Spartacus website to find out about the types of chemical weapons used by both sides and the effects on soldiers. Note your findings below
4. What unwelcome visitor was frequently found in trenches? Find out by visiting this site and note your answer.
5. Many soldiers suffered from lice. Find out what they looked like and how soldiers dealt with the problem from the Spartacus website.

6. What was a ‘Blighty wound’? Find out here and write down your description. 
7. Discover what Trench foot was and how it affected the ability of soldiers to fight. Paste a copy of an image of trench foot below as well.
