Ragged schools
6. When was the first Factory Act passed and what did it introduce?
1833; principle that no child under age of 9 should work in factories
7. Which politician helped to reform factory conditions for children?
Lord Shaftesbury
8. What changes did the Mines & Collieries Act, 1844 introduce?
Women and children under 10 banned from working underground
9. What did a ‘mudlark’ do?
Scavenge for items that could be sold from the shores of the River Thames
10. What did the 1875 Public Health Act do?
Made it compulsory for local authorities to provide a better standard of sanitation and health facilities in towns and cities
