	Explains why some or all the events listed may have been turning points, although points may need further explanation and evidence to support them. Beginning to use topic sentences to show focus on question.
	Confidently explains why some events represent turning points. Ways up the importance of some events compared with others to reach a clear and well-supported judgement on the main question. Consistently uses topic sentencing.

	Research skills
	Limited evidence of independent research into the topic. Conclusions drawn from assumptions or anecdotal evidence. No bibliography.
	Has conducted some independent research using books and websites but could pursue this further. Uses a lot of knowledge from class. Limited bibliography.
	Detailed, independent research carried out, with student exploring own and new sources of information, e.g. range of websites or books or visits to museums, oral testimonies, e.g. interviews with relatives

	Communication
	Work is completed to minimum expected standards. Work may be partly word-processed, use inappropriate font, include numerous errors of SPAG and bullet pointing rather than writing in full sentences & paragraphs
	Well structured work with some presentational flaws, e.g. needs to label images, images or diagrams lack clarity or check for SPAG more rigorously. Essay may miss out some sections listed in task sheet.
	Student has spent a great deal of time and effort structuring and presenting work. Work is word-processed or accurately handwritten, with very few errors of SPAG. Work presented to a highly professional standard.
