	Knowledge & understanding

	Analysis of change
	Covers a limited range of factors which contributed to improvements / deterioration in living conditions. Descriptive rather than analytical. May lack a conclusion.
	Covers a range, though incomplete, of factors affecting living conditions. Evidence of analysis, e.g. looks at some improvements & continuing poor conditions, but not consistent throughout.
	Analyses the advances in living and working conditions but also explores the evidence that conditions took time to improve or remained the same in some places. Reaches a conclusion on the question. Is able to differentiate between conditions of different classes.

	Communication
	Work is completed to minimum expected standards. Numerous errors of SPAG. Use of bullet pointing rather than writing in full sentences & paragraphs. Use of large font-size, spacing or centring to disguise lack of detail. Frequently fails to focus on main question.
	Well structured work with some presentational flaws, e.g. use of headings rather than judgement sentences. Occasional errors of SPAG. Generally focuses on the question, though may lapse into narrative or description.
	Student has spent a great deal of time and effort structuring and presenting work. Work is word-processed or accurately handwritten, with very few errors of SPAG. Clear focus on the question.
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
